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PCServer description

PCServer.Exe is an example program servicing ELZAB Price Checkers. It is based on PC_LAN.DLL library and dedicated to Windows operating systems.

To proper work program needs following files:

· PCServer.Exe – appropriate program,

· Spr_LAN.DLL – communication library,

· ARTICLE.TXT – text file with article’s data.

Price Checker(s) must be previously configured using PC_IP.Exe (for Windows) or rc-pcrset (for Linux) program.

Field separator is TAB character (ASCII code 0x09)

During program’s start-up following checkings are made:

· If this file exists fields Name, Barcode and Price are loaded to internal program’s memory; then Article.Txt is renamed to Article.Tmp,

· If this file does not exist the program checks if Article.Tmp exists; it this file exists fields Name, Barcode and Price are loaded to internal program’s database from Article.Tmp.

· If neither Article.Txt nor Article.Tmp exists, program starts with empty database.

Every 10 seconds program checks if in current directory exists Article.Txt file. If such file exists internal program’s database is changed using this file (as during start-up).

Except handling database the program enables:

· reading status byte from Price Checker of given IP,

· writing to Price Checker advertisements (see Price Checker settings->Advertisments window),

· writing to Price Checker fixed texts (see Price Checker settings->Fixed texts),

· setting the following program’s parameters (see Program Settings window):

· prefixes for barcodes with quantity/price

· if check internal checksum for barcodes with quantity/price

· length for barcodes with quantity/price (6 or 7 digits),

· displayed currency symbol,

· displayed price symbol,

· time of displaying information about article’s data,

· text for article beyond database,
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
